Indiana 4-H Sportfishing Project – Questions & Answers 

Level 1

Q - We have a question regarding Fishy Bates page 24.  

1) In the artificial flies & lures box, how are they supposed to answer yes or no?  What is the yes and no for?  If you are reporting on artificial stuff, then the fish will not be eating them. Right?  So wouldn’t the answer be no for all of the information shown in this box. It is confusing.  

2) Also on page 25 are they supposed to answer just the casting out questions, and not the ones under them? 

A - It is my understanding that the yes/no is for whether the artificial lure resembles something the fish eat (although they don’t say that). The intention for page 25 was that the 4-H member would answer just the 3 questions under “Casting Out.” 

Q – In the Sportfishing Level 1 Grades 3-5 book both crosswords have a mistake. Can you clarify? 

A – Page 28, "Which Fish Is it?" the Across number 4 is supposed to be labeled number 3.  

Page 32, "Sharp Teeth, Sharp Spines" On the labeled picture the number one and three should be switched.  On the crossword number 6 is missing a box.  On the labeled diagram the caudal fin is missing the number it should be number 15.

Level 3
Q – Grades 9 -12 – Poster Option – Playing Know Your Fish (uses pages 30 & 31). How are they to do the poster?  Should they put the poster in plastic sleeve and then cut the plastic so that the answer cards can be lifted up?  What are you looking for, since this is a State Fair project? Any information would be very helpful.  THANKS!

A – The method you suggest might work. Or, they could wrap the poster, all but the flaps, in plastic and then put the flaps outside the plastic. However, the state fair judge says, “What I have seen done in the past is people make their “tags” or “flaps”, then laminate them and attach them in the appropriate place to the plastic covering the poster.  That way, I can still lift them up to look underneath, but the lamination keeps them sturdy.”
